	Why CCN News?

CCN News will be distributed quarterly to the CCN contact at each college and will focus on providing colleges with up-to-date implementation information including the sharing of best practices.

The CCN Implementation Committee encourages college contacts to use CCN News as a tool they can tailor to their campus for distribution to administrators, faculty and staff. 

What is common course numbering?


Common course numbering is the re-labeling of community and technical colleges’ equivalent courses with the same three-digit Course IDs and Titles. Courses that are not equivalent will be re-labeled with unique Course IDs.

This is NOT a movement to change course content to meet a common standard.

What is the goal?

Common course numbers will make it easier for students and advisors to identify those courses that are equivalent for transfer among community and technical colleges. 

How will common course numbering benefit the system?

Common course numbering will reduce the number of repeated courses students take when transferring between community or technical colleges.

Students and colleges will also benefit through more transparent course and transcript evaluation processes.
When will Common Course Numbering start?

Beginning with academic transfer courses, new Course IDs and Titles are being re-labeled with implementation scheduled for summer 2007. Colleges have a year to update their administrative systems, as well as their printed and online materials.

Who is leading the effort?

The Common Course Numbering Implementation Committee is comprised of representatives from Instruction and Student Services Commissions and Councils, faculty and State Board staff. The committee receives direction and guidance from community and technical college presidents (WACTC).

Where did the CCN effort come from?

In October 2003, WACTC asked the Instruction and Student Services Commissions to propose solutions to fix course articulation problems between community and technical colleges. Common course numbering was the selected solution. The final implementation plan was approved by WACTC in March 2006.

What should every college be doing? 

· Bringing together a campus implementation team to include the college CCN contact, Instruction and Student Services personnel.

· Having college teams attend regional training.

· Preparing for college course ID change process.
